What is ADVISORY?

Advisory is a course that is designed to give you the personal, social, academic, college and career preparation assistance you will need to succeed in high school and beyond.  We meet two times a week and in this time, we work on supporting you with whatever it is you need to be successful. Your advisor is a key adult who will know you well (by strength and need). She will be your primary advocate here at school. In Advisory, your advisor will get to know you through routines, reflections, conferences, and your work on your goals.
More than any other class at RAHS, Advisory is a class about you and what you need. Please let your advisor know if there is something you need for Advisory to be more successful.
How can my advisor support me?

As your advisor, Mrs. Marshalla will have the job of supporting you and your academic success by:

· helping you to set strong SMART goals for yourself and meeting these.

· facilitating relationship building between you, your teachers, and your peers.

· being a person to go to if you are having a problem.  It is her job to help you access the support services you need to be successful at school and beyond.
· acting as the main contact between school and home (family, guardians).  When you succeed and when you stumble, Mrs. Marshalla keeps the communication lines with home open.  If your parents/guardians have questions about RAHS or your learning, they should call/contact your advisor
· monitoring your academic progress and checking your attendance. 

· planning for graduation and post-secondary life with you.  Mrs. Marshalla wants to help you to develop a plan that will make you successful in the world after RAHS.
What will I learn through Advisory?

Throughout the year, Mrs. Marshalla will help you to demonstrate your learning towards our 4 Advisory outcomes—personal growth, social development, academic development, and college/career preparation.   You will show this learning in a variety of ways that include, but are not limited to written reflections, participation in class activities, leading your SLC, participating in weekly Tutorials, and working on your High School & Beyond Plan.  

This year in Advisory, you will learn:

· how to set personal goals and make growth with those
· how to establish and maintain strong relationships at school

· how to develop habits that support academic success
· how to prepare for post-secondary college and/or career
How will I be “graded” in Advisory?
Advisory is a support for you and it is also an academic course that offers you .25 elective credit each year. You and your advisor will monitor your progress toward specific outcomes (personal, social, academic, and college/career prep) and this will be the basis for your grade (see Advisory rubric).  Your consistent and genuine participation in Advisory will shape both your learning in this course and your educational experience at RAHS.
